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he spring flowers are beginning to look wonderful, our
local parks departments have done a superb job along
our roadsides and traffic islands, and with beautiful displays in
most town centres it’s a pleasure to be out and about. The
early blossoming trees in parks and gardens are glorious with
the ever popular magnolias, with their large scented blooms,
o, dominating the scene at the moment. Wildlife is clearly con-
scious of the change to warmer times with birds building
nests, hedgehogs on the move and the rabbit population
booming (the little perishers, we could manage without them).
Our bees are clearly on the wing during the warmer times of

the day and there’s an abundance of pollen for
them to gather now. This will be a consider-
able help to any colony with young brood for
pollen is an essential requirement in brood
rearing. But in spite of it all it is still too cold to
open hives (3rd April) without the risk of seri-
ous damage to any young unsealed brood.
The incessant cold east winds we are experi-
encing at the moment can do untold damage
to a colony in a very short time and set a col-
ony back several weeks just at this critical time
of the year. The ‘beekeeping summer’ in this
country is a short one, so any damage to
brood, at any time, will simply delay its devel-
opment and shorten the already short brood
rearing period.
Limit your ‘beekeeping’ to preparing your su-
pers, waxing up brood frames and ensuring
that everything is ready for when the real tasks
begin later when the weather is more kind.
Have a good look at your queen excluders too,
| have recently seen one or two of the perfo-
rated zinc type that were distorted in several
places. Such distortion will allow the queen
access to the supers thus allowing brood to be
raised there. The problem is not generally dis-
covered until brood is found in the super when
it's too late to do much about it other than to
first find the queen, make sure she’s put into
the brood box and then fit a better queen ex-
cluder. If you use zinc excluders, give some
thought to fitting a 25mm by 6mm wooden
edging all round it on one side only. In addi-
tion, as such excluders tend to sag, fit a small
6mm thick block in the centre on the underside
to prevent it sagging. A zinc excluder that has
such an edge is much easier to remove when
inspecting your bees consequently helping to
avoid damaging it.

S o we have more government fostered

garbage telling us that honey is junk

food, at least according to the Office of Com-
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munications - Ofcom. Honey along with rai-
sins, Marmite, cheese and others are classi-
fied as ‘Junk’ and cannot be advertised on
children’s television. How daft can these face-
less, mysterious bureaucrats sitting behind
desks in Whitehall be. Such folks may well be
among the many who have never tried or used
honey at any time in their sheltered little lives.
It's time to mount another campaign by writing
to the ‘head of broadcasting regulator Ofcom’
and a copy of my letter is attached. Please
follow it up as the more people who shout
about these things the greater the chance of
reversing such nonsense. As | said once be-
fore, governments respond not so much to
what is said but to the absolute volume of folks
saying it.

Computers and the internet are obvi-

ously here to stay and one way or an-

other we cannot help but be conscious of
them. The March meeting was a clear mani-
festation of that fact. Sal not only confirmed
the power of the (our new) computer as an
educational tool, but also demonstrated how
we can establish contacts, via the internet, to
the wealth of beekeeping and allied organisa-
tions many of which can be a great help to all
beekeepers. At the touch of a few buttons we
can access information on all sorts beekeep-
ing (and other) topics, many of which we did
not even know existed until recently. | feel
that it would be helpful to us all if Cleveland
beekeepers were to scan the ‘net’ occasionally
and report back any findings they thought in-
teresting or newsworthy.
Thank you Sal for a very interesting evening. |
look forward to others discovering the ‘net’ and
regaling us with their various findings.

Nutrient Profiling Model
Honey

I beg you to look again at the role of honey as one of the healthiest and most natural foods and to re-consider its
inclusion in the above model, for it is clearly not a ‘junk food'.

| also request you as head of broadcasting regulator Ofcom to reconsider the basis on which food and drink brands
qualify to advertise during children’s television programming.

| believe the Nutrient Profiling Model developed by the Foods Standards Agency and used by Ofcom to determine
its policies on advertising to children penalises many nutritious foods.

Common sense dictates that dietary variety should be the foundation of good nutrition.

But by judging the nutritional value of all foods based on a 100g portion, the Nutrient Profiling Model unfairly victim-
ises many foods that legitimately form part of a healthy, balanced diet, especially those generally consumed in small
quantities, infrequently or in combination with other foods.

It also fails to distinguish between natural and processed sugars, and makes no consideration for vitamins and min-
erals and non-nutrients such as antioxidants.
